SCHOOL SUPPLIES

Math:  3-ring binder, 5 dividers, basic calculator, paper, pencils/pens, and a highlighter.

HOMEWORK

Homework is assigned to develop and reinforce the curriculum.  All homework assignments are to be recorded in the student planner.  Homework will be assigned daily, Monday through Thursday.  Students are expected to complete the homework the day that it is assigned.  
LATE Homework will be NOT be accepted, unless due to an EXCUSED absence and within the appropriate time frame (two days per absence). 
It is the responsibility of the student to make up all work missed for each absence and turned in to me no later than 2 days per absence.  The day you return from an absence is the time for you to get your make-up work while the class is reviewing homework from the previous night. You will need to utilize the following resources:  folders containing materials/lessons in the crate, teacher agenda, homework board, class website dolfanescobar.wordpress.com, and/or a classmate.  The last resort would be the teacher at the end of the period or school day. 

It is most beneficial to your child that we work together and keep in close contact throughout the school year with regards to your child’s progress.
